2. Holding on to Hope vs. 23

Since God is a promise keeping God, the church should hold firmly to the hope found in God’s promises.
Since we can place our trust in God’s promises, we at Elliott Heights must firmly hold on to the hope that began when we first believed.
3. Loving the Church Family vs. 24-25

Since God calls his disciples to love one another, each disciple must intentionally love in ways that will spur the church on as a whole to love and good deeds.
Since God calls us to show love towards one another, let us intentionally love in ways that will spur the church on as a whole to love and good deeds.

Because of what Jesus did on the cross, let us stay committed to approaching God with confidence, holding on to the Hope God has given, and actively loving His church.
