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1. Stop vs. 27-31  
Peter is not willfully wanting to sin against Jesus, but his failure to stop being over confident in himself, caused himself to be ill prepared to stand firm against sin.
As Christians we need to stop believing that we can handle anything that comes our way, as we will become ill prepared when facing sins during times of weakness.
2. Drop vs. 32-38
Jesus modelled and challenged Peter to drop idleness and instead be prepared for temptations through watchfulness and praying for himself.
As Christians we need to drop a life of idleness and instead fill our life with praying for our self and being watchful for what comes our way.
3. Roll vs. 39-42
Peter contrasted Jesus; Jesus was strengthened and ready to roll according to Father God’s will while Peter was not ready for anything as he was spiritually ill prepared.
As Christians, we can be ready to roll the way God calls us to live if we trust Father God and prepare ourselves for any temptation that comes our way.
Main Idea:  

As Christians we need to stop being self reliant, drop the idleness and instead be watchful and be covered in prayer so that we can be strengthened and ready to roll God’s way.

1. The question is not what sins do you willfully commit, but rather, what sins would you commit when you are faced with serious pressure, temptation, opportunity, threat and weakness?  

(Reflecting on this question can help you become more effective in being watchful and being more intentional on how to pray for yourself)

2. When I pray for myself….
- Am I honest to God about my feelings?

- Do I Trust Father God; his love, his plan…?

- Am I pursuing God’s will for my life?

- Am I giving God my full attention when I pray?

- Do I pray within Jesus Name? (John 16:24)

- Am I WATCHFUL?

3. What environments, situations, and day to day things influence my idleness in prayer?

4. What steps do I need to take for my prayer life to be one of strength?  What can I do to help maintain and be consistent with applying these needed steps?
