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1. Governing Human Initiatives vs. 1-4a
Although humans plan what they will say and do, God will only assure the fulfillment of human initiatives motivated by the desire to see God’s revealed standards fulfilled.

2. Providing Accountable Justice vs. 4b-7
How would you describe a wicked or proud heart?
The Israelites of that day knew there is one thing anyone cannot do; to replace the God who made them and begin worshipping something else.

3.  Supplying Reliable Guidance vs. 8-9
Do not let God’s comparatively small temporal blessings for following his righteous standards in this life deter you from seeking God’s guidance and help to establish and fulfill your plans.  

Main idea:
Although our plans will face the unknown, we can have peace that God will Govern all human initiatives, Provide the accountable justice and will Supply the reliable guidance needed when we walk faithfully with Him. 
1. How well do you depend on God’s Character?  Have you learned to trust in his sovereignty, his love, his justice, his wisdom, and his guidance?  What steps could you take to strengthen your dependence on God so your plans can be aligned with His?

2. Are you covering each day in prayer and allowing God to carry your steps? 
Or are you doing things in your own strength; grumbling every time God carries out your plans with very different steps?
3. Take some time to ask God to search your heart.  Ask Him to reveal to you if this past month, your heart had become proud.  Then repent and seek forgiveness if anything has been revealed.

4. Are our minds focused on eternal gain, or have we become distracted with temporal gain which has deterred us from seeking God’s guidance?  What can I do to make sure my mind remains focused on eternal gain rather than temporal gain?
