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1. Clarifies vs. 1-12
The women who saw the empty tomb became perplexed about Jesus’ death until the angelic messenger brought clarity to Jesus’ memorable words.
People can be perplexed towards Jesus’ death and resurrection until someone clarifies the words that Jesus spoke; regarding the death he would suffer, and his resurrection on the third day. 
2. Reveals vs. 13-35
Although the two disciples heard the women’s story, they were still clueless towards the purpose behind Jesus’ death, until Jesus revealed the answers found in the fulfilled prophecies within scripture.
People can be clueless towards the purpose behind Jesus’ death and resurrection until someone reveals it through looking at the prophecies that were fulfilled within scripture.
3. Transforms vs. 36-49
Although what the disciples heard and saw brought clarity and meaning, their disbelief could not be transformed into faith until Jesus opened their minds.
Witnessing involves us speaking words that bring clarity and meaning about Jesus’ death and resurrection, while Jesus uses those words to transform disbelief into faith.
Main idea:

Through the Power of the Resurrection, Jesus uses his witnesses’ words to bring clarity to the perplexed, to reveal meaning to the clueless, and to transform disbelief into faith.

Questions

1. Within our culture of today, what are the cultural roadblocks that could hinder someone’s desire to receive the necessary clarity regarding Jesus and His gospel? 

2. For each cultural roadblock, what could you/church do to help them move past their roadblock?

3. If someone asked you, “How do you know that Jesus is God and not just a good man or a prophet?”, how would you bring them the necessary clarity?  What steps would you take in explaining? 

4. When looking at Luke 24, why should we not be overwhelmed by Jesus telling us to go be his witnesses; clarify his identity, reveal his gospel, and share our own transformation?

5. Jesus prepares each disciple so they can be ready to bear witness.  Besides your conversion story, what other experiences in your life has Jesus used to prepare you for witnessing? A few years ago, a few months ago, or a few days ago.
